1ssue of yesterday’s military operations,
which resulted in the capture and sub-

mission of the armed bands of Hau

Hau fanatics who invaded the settled
and otherwise peaceable districts of
this Province. |

The zeal and alacrity displayed by
all classes of her Majesty’s subjects, of
both races, in repelling the unprovoked
aggression of brave, enthusiastic, but
dangerous fanatics, must ever form a
bright page in the history of Hawke’s
Bay.

The ability and determination of the

settlers to defend themselves has been

so signally displayed, that it may now
be confidently anticipated that the
peace and prosperity of the Province
will never again be so wantonly inter-
fered with.

The able disposition of the forces
made by Lieutenant-Colonel Whitmore,
and the efficiency and promptness of
all the officers and men under his com-
mand, deserve my warmest thanks and
approbation. -

I must also include the gallant con-
duct, at Petane, of Major Fraser and
the officers and men under his com-
mand, who, on this, as on various pre-
vious occasions, rendered services
which this Province and the Colony
cannot too greatly appreciate.

‘I'bis Council desires to convey to liieut.
Colonel Whitmore and the Officers and
men under his command its deep sense and
appreciation of the great and valuable ser-
vices rendered to the Province by the gal-
lantry and bravery displayed by the Colo-
nial Forces in the engagements with the
enemy which took place at Omaranui and
Petane yesterday,

T'his Council feels that it would be diffi-
cult to find language adequately to convey

its sense of the vast importance of e
services, not only to thig Prwince} but f&
the Colony at large. i
This Council 18 further of Opinion thag
the operations of yesterday must have 3
most beneficial effect on the mindg of the
disaffected natives, while it will strengthen
and encourage the loyalty of those whq are
already friendly, and thereby secure apng eg-
tablish on a more permanent basig the fi1-
ture peace of this Province, and the welfara
of both races of Her Majesty’s subjectg,
T'his Council feels that at a time when
all parties are united in opinion as tg ¢,
brilliant achievements of yesterday, that it
might be out of place to enter into particy-
lar details further than to express in gener
terms 1ts thorough appreciation of the ger-
vices rendered.

1. The Lieutenant-Colonel commanding
has the satisfaction of announcing to the
officers and men under his orders that the
Omaranuil Pabh was carried yesterday morn-
ing by the Colonial Forces, after a sharp
engagement, which lasted nearly an hour-
and-a-half.  The enemy, who defended
himself with great desperation, did not sur-
render till half his force was either killed or
wounded, and even then a small party pre-

 ferred the chances of flicht to laying down
their arms in their no longer tenable posi-
tion. This party, with few exceptions,
were all afterwards taken by the volunteer
horse,

tained except by the most determined cou-
rage and steady behaviour on the part of all
the forces engaged; and the Lieutenant-

The Lieutenant-Colonel also desires to
thank the officers acting ‘as his personal
staff——Captain Hamilton Russell and Mr.
Agnew Brown, ‘whose zealous as-
sistance was of so much importance
to him; Mr. F. E. Hamlin, his inter-
preter, who performed many very dans
gerous, almost desperate, services during
the day, and was himself wounded ; and,
lastly, Capt. Withers, District Adjutant,
throngh whose indefatigable exertions 1t was
due that the force was enabled to take the
field complete in every respect in a few
hours, and who rendered very valuable as-

While these operations were in progress,
another portion of the Force under the
Lieutenant-Colonel performed a valuable
service. Major Fraser, whose reputation
no praise from the Lieutenant-Colonel
can enhance, having been hastily summoned
from the Wairoa, marched with a de-
tachment of his corps to Petane soon after
the militia left the town. He carried out a
tedious march and took post as directed on
the direct line of the enemy’s operations,
thus to intercept fugitives trom Omaranum
and reinforcements from Titiokura. Hap-
pily very few of the enemy did escape from
the pah, but an important reinforcement to .
the enemy was intercepted by Major Fraser,
who after making very prompt and excel-
lent arrangements, although just arrived
from a long and laborious march, succeeded
in killing twelve and taking three of their
number.

It affords the Lieut.-Colonel great plea~
sure to notice this new instance of Major
Fraser's zealous and soldierlike qualities,
and of the discipline and gallantry o.t:" his
whole force.
