“ It will also be in your Honor’s power
to request the Commissioner from time to
time to make such reserves as may appear
to your Honor to be desirable, and it wil]
be the duty of the Commissioner, upon the
receipt of such instructions, to set aside such
lands, reporting the same as in the forme®
case for the approval or disallowance of the
Governor. He will also report to your
Honor whether he has or has not recom-
mended such reserves for approval ; and, in
the event of a difference of oplnion, what
are the reasons for such difference.

Whenever any fresh tracts of country ate
acquired from the Aborigines, the Com-
missioner has been instructed that under no
circumstances whatever is he to permit such
lands to be thrown open for purchase, until
your Honor shall have had an opportunity
of submitting for the consideration of the
Provincial Council whether any, and what
Reserves of the nature referred (o in the
first paragraph of this letter, should be made
in such Districts,
