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An Ordinance to regulute the Appointment |
of Provincial-Officers.

Wiereas it is expedient to make provision
for the appointment of persons to the Offices
which are now or may hereafter be required
for the good government of the Province of
New Plymouth, and to regulate the holding
of such offices: i

De it enacted by the Superintendent of
the Province of New Plymouth, with the
Advice and Consent of the DProvincial
CO2uncil thereof, that—

1. It sha!l be lawful for the Superinten- |
dent, from time to time, by warrant under |
his hand, to appoint fit persons to all snch |
offices and emp'oyments as are or may be
created or provided for by any Law or Or-
dinance of the Provincial Legislature, sub-
ject and except as hereinafter provided. |

2. The Superintendent shall, within seven |
days from the date of each ﬂppﬂinlmﬂnt‘
made by him under the authority of lhigi
Ordinance, communicate such appointment |
to the Speaker of the Provincial Council,
1o be laid before the Provincial Council at |
its next sitting.

3. It shall be lawful for the Speaker of
the Provincial Council, from time to time_
by warraot under his hand, to appoint fit
persons Lo such offices for the sefvice of the
said Council as are or may be created or
provided for as a‘oresaid.

4. All appointments made by the Speaker
shall be laid before the Provincial Council |
for approval at the first sitting followiug |
such appointments ; and if disapproved of |
by the said Council, by any resolution
passed within the space of one calendar '
