And whereas the mali-
clous maiming or wounding of horses and
cattle is a punishable offence, and is a prac-
tice especially reprehensible, where it tends
to disturb the harmony at present subsisting
between tle races. Now therefore the
Superintendent hereby cal's upon the In-
habitants of the Province to aid in sup-
pressing the practice in question; and he
appeals both to Europeans and Maories to
exercise that temper and forbearance in
their mutual relations, which have hitherto
preserved the tranquillity of the district.
The Superintendent further gives notice
that the Police are instructed to make strict
inquiry in every case of malicious injury
to horses and cattle, whether belonging to
European or Nalive owners, and that all

offenders will be prosecuted.
